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Criteria for Membership as Recommended by the Membership Committee

In evaluating a nominee, consideration should be given to the nominee’s epidemiologic accomplishments and contributions as evidenced by publications (see below), academic activities (such as supervision of students), and other aspects of professional work such as administrative and community service.

The nominee should demonstrate primary commitment to the practice of epidemiology and is expected to support the American Epidemiological Society by attending and participating in its annual meetings.

The nominee should be an active epidemiologist who continues to demonstrate quality epidemiologic accomplishments by deed or published account and who is expected to remain productive in the foreseeable future. The nominee’s achievements will be evaluated by noting accomplishments in the following areas:

1. Productivity as documented by:

a. Quality original research, publications in refereed journals and/or collaborative research, review articles, or chapters in textbooks. 

b. The nominee should be first author on more multiple epidemiologic publications.

c. Evidence of excellence in teaching epidemiology to students and others.

2. Evidence that published original work has had an impact on the field, as evidenced by:

a. Being cited in reference by others and/or

b. Having influenced policies and decisions.

3. Academic achievement and advancement, or its equivalent if in a non-academic position.

Accomplishments may also be measured by providing leadership to peers and/or students, and by the quality of work produced by students the nominee has directly supervised.
