Request for Nominations for Membership for 2009
1. Nominations for election to membership in 2009 must be submitted to the Secretary-Treasurer at the above address and reach this office no later than January 16, 2009.

Please use the following checklist:

A. A letter of nomination by the nominator (active member)

B. Supporting letters from two additional members (active or emeritus) of the Society, preferably from institutions other than the one where the nominee is located.

C. The candidate’s curriculum vitae and bibliography; meritorious epidemiological papers should be “starred.”  Please be certain the nominee’s current job is clearly indicated.

D. Reprints of at least three meritorious publications with the nominee as first author should be included; do not send more than three publications.  If the nominee is not the first author on any of these publications, please indicate the reason why this is not the case.

**SIX COMPLETE SETS OF EACH OF THE ABOVE (A-D) ARE REQUIRED.**

The Society currently has no membership “ceiling.”  Nominees should already have demonstrated their epidemiologic accomplishments and contributions to the field.  The probability that the nominee will be active in the Society should be substantial.  Each member should consider it a personal responsibility to nominate qualified colleagues who will be effective and active members of the Society, thereby benefiting the Society as well as the individual.  A member may nominate and support more than one individual.

Officers of the Society and members of the Membership Committee may not nominate or support nominations of new members.

A person who has made extraordinary contributions to the field of epidemiology and who ordinarily would not be eligible for membership in the AES may be nominated for honorary membership.  Adequate information to justify selection for this distinction, together with a proposed citation, should be furnished for consideration by the Membership Committee.
